Born in 2009, driven by social science researches and sustained by the
development of a technical infrastructure and computational methods.

o Joined by LISIS, and H2020 RISIS

Two major versions of CorTexT Manager web app: v1 (2011) and v2 (2016)

o Oiriginally designed for social scientists: low computing power required, no
coding
Collaborative
No need to leave the interface to access and combine analytical
dimensions

o Discover from the unexpected: very permissive way of handling data
types and parameters, all algorithms and methods are “runnable” on all
variables



Look around

For greater glory!
o Over 250 peer-reviewed publications total
o Atleast 75 documents published in 2022

o In 2022, 50K analysis have been performed by the IT
infrastructure, launched by over 1 000 users coming from
more than 400 institutions located in about 50 countries
